We had a wonderful Open Night last week. A big thanks to the kapahaka group, the karaoke performers,
and the many children who helped during the evening. We had very positive feedback.

Equipment not permitted during school

In spite of repeated warnings we have had an increased number of children breaking our school rules
around the use of phones and scooters, and not displaying our FIRE values (Fairness, Integrity,
Responsibility, and Excellence). We have held an assembly today and announced the following rules
apply at school:

1. Children’s cellphones are not to be used at school; Teachers will collect cell-phones at the
beginning of the day for locking away. They can be collected at the end of the day. Cellphones
can also be taken to the school office for collection after school. Reasons: photos and filming
without permission, excessive and inappropriate texting, and internet access.

2. Scooters are not to be used during the school day. Scooters can be used when coming to or
leaving school. During the day they can be stored in the lock-up enclosure situated behind Ms
Holden’s class (Room 1 the former Art Room) or in the bike stand. Both these areas are under
camera surveillance. The enclosure will be locked once school starts, and opened at home time.
Reason: Scooters being repeatedly used indoors, or used without permission during class time.

3. UEBOOMs and other electronic music devices are not permitted at school. Reason: Not required
at school.

4. Children have been reminded of other behavioural expectations - and of the consequences for
such behaviour.

Thanks for supporting reinforcement of our rules. Enquiries can be directed to principal@sis.school.nz or
be contacting the principal directly at school. We’re looking forward to a more positive environment as we
remove some of the distracting aspects of these items, and focus on positive interactive use of classtime
and break periods at school.

Equipment that we encourage at school
e Foroutdoors: Netballs, Cricket gear, footballs, rugby balls, basketballs, skipping ropes, tennis
balls, etc.
o We have some of this gear at school.
o Forindoor use: Playing cards, and simple board games, favourite books, comics for
indoor use.
e Personal property should be named.
e Children will be responsible for looking after their property.
e Fragile, expensive or highly treasured items should not be brought to school.
